
GRID Alternatives trains and leads teams of 
volunteers to install solar electric systems 
for low-income families, in partnership with 
nonprofit affordable housing providers like 
Habitat for Humanity,  local governments, 
job training organizations and colleges.   
 
Since piloting this program in 2004, GRID 
Alternatives has installed over 1,500 solar 
electric systems for low-income families, 
which will generate over $38 million for 
low-income families struggling with high 
energy costs, while also offsetting more 
than 130,000 tons of CO2 emissions.
